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The Sacramento River and its tributaries supply 35 percent of California’s water. This three-day,
two-night tour travels the length of the Sacramento Valley to teach about flood management,
groundwater management, agriculture, salmon restoration and more. This year, special
attention will be paid to the flood event at Oroville Dam and the efforts to repair the dam’s
damaged spillway. It also includes a Shasta Dam tour and a houseboat cruise on Lake Shasta.
